This jar is decorated with a cartouche with the traditional elements like the cherub’s head flanked by festoons and the fruit basket on top. The peacocks however, are replaced by two cherubs.
The sign of the axe was deposed as a trade mark in 1767 by Justus Brouwer, owner of the pottery. The meaning of the letter ‘C’ in the signature is unknown –  as is the meaning of the inscription of the cartouche.
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
