This polychrome jar with yellow inscription on a blue cartouche with peacock motif is marked D/27. The signature ‘D’ on a horizontal bar with a number underneath is found on various Delftware objects, not just on pharmaceutical ware.
 Wittop Koning identifies this mark as that of Jan Theunis Dextra, owner of De Griekse A between 1758 and 1764. Based on stylistic arguments however, some of these objects marked ‘D’ can be dated earlier than Dextra’s period as owner of the Griekse A. Besides that Dextra’s official deposited monogram was A ITD: A for Grieksche A, ITD for Jan Theunis Dextra. He also used the abbreviation DEX. Probably the signature ‘D’ with a number was used by more Delft potters over a longer period and not just by Dextra between 1758-1764.
The inscription AX;ANSERIN means axiunga anserina, goose fat.
