This jar, with peacock motif, yellow inscription in blue rims and of medium height, seems to be a part of the same set as the jars marked ‘D/27’. The different mark: ‘D/2’ in red at the bottom of the jar could be scratched or damaged.
EX TARAXU: the inscription on this jar, means extractum taraxaci, extract of the leaves of lion’s tooth (leontodon).
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
