The body tube of this microscope is made from pasteboard and palm wood and is attached to a brass stand. The microscope is stored in a wooden case (10x4). The body tube consists of two halves: the lower, outer tube is fashioned from wood only, but the upper, smaller tube is partly made from pasteboard, covered with decorated green vellum. The tube is fitted only with an eyepiece, protected with a dust cap, and an objective. The field lens is missing. The stand of this instrument surrounds the tube and its base is fashioned to serve as a stage for sliders. The centre of this base has a large opening and a brass ring, supplied with two springs, is clasped to the underside of the base. This instrument is therefore adapted for transmitted and reflected light.

Unlike this unassuming microscope, most extant instruments by Patroni are richly decorated.

The shape and technical details of this microscope are reminiscent of the small microscope developed by Campani around 1685. 
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
