Essentially, this instrument consists of a brass rectangular frame (130x50x45 mm.), that has circular holes in the top and bottom of the frame to hold a glass tube. To the front of the frame is attached a brass sheet with at the top a slot for the lens mounts. At the back of the frame are attached a spring grasping the glass tube with the specimen and a sheet of brass through which runs a Y-formed screw-thread. The latter is connected with the slot of the lenses and with the help of a butterfly nut focusing is effected. The lenses are not present. 

The Musschenbroek workshop copied Van Leeuwenhoek's design, which was published in a collection of letters by Van Leeuwenhoek, entitled Natuurs Verborgentheden ontdekt (1689), but they brought about some changes. To the frame a fourth side was added as well as a separate support for the lens holder. There was only one spring to hold the glass tube, and focusing was effected with a screw on a forked bar attached to the support of the lens holder at one end and to a side of the frame at the other end rather than with a simple screw. 

The aquatic microscope was first mentioned in the sales catalogue of 1707 and remained on the list until the last catalogue of 1748.
