A richly tooled leather-covered pasteboard case (4x20x6) houses this microscope with a set of accessories. The brass frame of the microscope is identical to the foregoing. 

The microscope is supplied with a number of accessories: 6 lenses of varying strengths in wooden mounts; pasteboard tube with glass capillaries; 8 specimen-grips (2 forks, 4 needles, a holder for capillaries and a life-box).

In the case a label is pasted reading 'Dese Vergroot Glasen met haar toebehooren werden gemaakt tot LEYDEN in d'Oosterse Lamp bij JAN VAN MUSSCHEN​BROEK' (These magnifying lenses and their accessories were made in Leyden in the Eastern lamp at Jan van Musschenbroek's). 

The patterns of the tooling on the leather of this case are identical to other cases in the collection of the Museum Boerhaave.
