Hartsoeker's design for a simple microscope was first taken into commercial production by the London instrument maker James Wilson and somewhat later also by Edmund Culpeper. Several descriptions and depictions of James Wilson’s microscope were published in the Philosophical Transactions of 1702, in John Harris’ Lexicon Technicum of 1706 and in at least two pamphlets. From these publications it is clear that Wilson developed his original model over the years in several particulars, that he added a handle to the screw-barrel and a holder for the objectives when viewing opaque specimens. By 1710 his screw-barrel microscope had acquired its final form, which was exactly copied by Culpeper and included in the latter’s range of merchandise in the early years of the eighteenth century.
