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A steel pillar carries the wooden body tube of this microscope, supported by a brass ring. The wooden base has a circular hole in the centre. This opening contains a glass stage-insert and beneath it a diaphragm with five apertures is fastened. The microscope is stored in a richly tooled, leather-covered pasteboard case (16x9). The optical tube contains an eyepiece with two lenses, but the objective lens is missing. Focusing by means of moving the tube along the pillar.

The overall shape of this microscope is reminiscent of an instrument illustrated by Louis Joblot in his Descriptions et usages de plusieurs nouveaux microscopes. The most interesting feature of that microscope is the diaphragm revolver beneath an aperture in the stage very much like the arrangement in the present microscope.
