The pyramid-shaped case (45x20x20) contains the microscope made of brass, wood, vellum and pasteboard covered with fish-skin, mounted together with the substage mirror on an octagonal wooden base. The optical tube is fitted with an eyepiece, covered with a sliding dust cap, field lens and objective. It has a three-lobed stage with two small holes for accessories, a key-hole slit and a pair of spring clips underneath to hold accessories. 

The accessories comprise: 5 objective lenses (numbered 1 through 5, the numbers corresponding with the five numbered positions on the inner body tube), fish-plate, spring stage, tweezers, bone slider, [brass ring]. 

The fish-plate has an unusual arrangement for fastening the fish to the plate. It consists of three small strips of vellum, which are attached to one side of the plate and are also to a small bar, to which is also attached a string to fasten the bar alongside the opposite side of the plate.
