Brass, wood, vellum and fish-skin covered pasteboard are the materials this microscope is made from. It is mounted with a substage mirror on a base and stored in a wooden pyramid-shaped box (45x18x19). The optical tube is fitted with an eyepiece (with a sliding dust cap) and objective. Probably there is a field lens too, but this could not be established. A rack-and-pinion mechanism is attached to the collar for focusing. The microscope has a circular stage with two small holes for accessories, one of which has a slide underneath the stage. 

The accessories comprise: 5 objectives (numbered l to lllll), spring stage, illumination lens, fish-plate, live-box, stand for stage forceps, black/white stage, [2 Musschenbroek-type specimen-grips, debris].

This microscope is of the same shape and construction as the microscopes made by Culpeper. However, this instrument is fitted with a rack-and-pinion focusing mechanism such as was introduced around 1770, but this could be a later modification.
