Microscope made of wood, vellum, fish-skin and brass, mounted with a substage mirror on an octagonal base. The body tube contains the eyepiece (covered with a sliding dust cap), a field lens and an objective. The triform stage has a small hole, a 'key-hole' slit, surrounded by a spring clip underneath the stage, and a small stand for accessories. It is stored in a wooden pyramid-shaped case (46x21x21). 

The accessories comprise: 5 objectives (numbered 1 to 5, matching the five numbered positions on the body tube), spring stage, glass stage insert, black/white stage insert, talc box, 7 specimens in octagonal mounts with French inscriptions, [6 loose parts for two or more live-boxes, 5 loose parts for 2 different objectives, debris]. 

This instrument was given by its owner, W.F.R. Suringar (1832-1898), to his grandson Frits Suringar, who died at the age of fifteen. The latter’s family attached an engraved brass plate to the foot of the microscope and to the case, reading 'TER HERINNERING AAN FRITS SURINGAR'.
