The general construction of this brass microscope is similar to Van Leeuwenhoek's microscopes, but the shape of the body and the finishing are different. As are the attachment of the handle and the focusing mechanism: between the body of the microscope and the screw to which the specimen will be attached a brass sheet is placed. Through the top end of the sheet turns a second screw, which effects focusing.

The magnification of the lens was determined as x79 and the resolution as only 10 (m.

A number of makers made approximate copies of Van Leeuwenhoek’s microscope. The Utrecht University Museum retains such a copy, that was originally provided with interchangeable lenses. That microscope looks a bit like the microscope Johann Gabriel Doppelmayr illustrated in his Neu-eroffnete mathematische Werck-Schule (Nuremberg, 1712) and which was copied by Denecke in his Vollständiges Lehrgebäude der ganzen Optik of 1757.
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
