On the triangular wooden base a scrolled stand, which carries the brass microscope, and a substage mirror are mounted separately. To the barrel of the microscope a brass cylinder is attached, together these parts form a compound microscope. All lenses are missing. 

The finishing of this microscope is notable. The triangular base is garnished at the three corners with leaf-like silver markers and the bottom half of the scroll is on the outside decorated.

The scrolled stand for the screw-barrel microscope was introduced in the 1730s. Henry Baker included an illustration of such a stand in his The microscope made easy of 1742. The Groningen instrument maker Gerrit Cramer made a number of screw-barrel microscopes on a stand. In the collection of the University Museum in Utrecht two exemplars are preserved
