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Gekopieerd uit de bestandscatalogus Early Microscopes:

Brass microscope mounted with a substage mirror on a folding tripod. The arm carrying the body tube slides into the top of the pillar, providing aquatic movement. The inner tube contains an eyepiece, a diaphragm and a field lens, the outer tube contains a ‘between’ lens and an objective-revolver with six apertures. Focusing by rack-and-pinion in the pillar. The cruciform stage has two holes and a key-hole slit for accessories and supports a spring stage and a lieberkuhn on a separate arm. 

With the microscope belong 26 bone sliders and two wooden sliders. The latter with descriptions in Dutch, written beside the specimens.

Millburn identified a similar unsigned microscope as a late-1770s version of Martin’s ‘universal compound microscope, all brass'.
