On a rectangular wooden base (9x22x27) , which also serves as storage for the accessories and component parts of this microscope, is mounted this brass microscope with its substage mirror. The optical tube contains the eyepiece (with sliding dust cap), diaphragm, field lens and objective. The cruciform stage has a slit, a keyhole slit and a spring clip underneath for accessories. 

The accessories comprise: 12 objectives (unnumbered, five of which have no lens), spring stage, fish-plate, cone diaphragm, lieberkuhn in can, lieberkuhn carrier, gadget for mounting accessories in the slit on the stage, 2 bone sliders, 2 glass sliders (1 broken),  [cardboard tube with lens and specimen, glass slider, debris]. 

Frison studied the optical details of this microscope and measured the magnification and resolution of the seven objectives with Wright’s eiconometer.
