The pillar of this brass microscope and the substage mirror are mounted on a rectangular wooden case (6x15x24) in which the parts of the microscope are stored. The body tube consists of two draw-tubes, the upper one of which contains an eyepiece and a field lens. The objectives screw into the lower of the two draw-tubes. The stage of this microscope is of the same construction as an ordinary screw-barrel microscope and screws unto the objectives. Focusing by moving the slider with the help of the screw-barrel mechanism.

The accessories comprise: 5 objectives (numbered 1 to 5), 2 brass-and-glass sliders for home-made preparations, part of a stage forceps, 2 coupling pieces between stand and screw-barrel stage: one for using the microscope in a vertical position and another for using the microscope horizontally, additional field lens, small decorated wooden box, glass tube, [debris]. 

With the microscope belong 10 bone sliders with specimens and a hand-written list of the specimens, signed: ‘A. Ypelaar & Comp a Amsterdam.’
