Compound and simple microscope

attributed to J. Huysen, Utrecht.

Brass microscope stored in a rectangular wooden case (6x17x21), which also serves as the base for the mounted microscope. The substage mirror and pillar and fitted separately to the base. The optical tube is fitted with an eyepiece (which contains two lenses: one of white glass and another of greenish glass), field lens and an objective. Focusing by moving the optical tube with rack-and-pinion. The cruciform stage has a hole and a movable arm and a springy plate underneath in the shape of the stage for accessories. Around the central hole in the stage two concentric circles are engraved. 

The accessories comprise: 5 objectives (numbered 1 to 5, 3 of which have no lens), 5 simple lenses with bone dust caps (also numbered 1 to 5), stage forceps, a very crudely finished hollow glass for liquid samples?, bone slider. 

With the microscope belong another 7 bone sliders and a brass-and-glass wet-cell. 

The general shape of this microscope, the focusing mechanism, the form of the stage, the springy plate attached to the stage and, above all, the spring pressing the rack for focusing into the pillar are associated with the Utrecht instrument maker J. Huysen. The Utrecht University Museum has such a microscope, the pedigree of which reaches back to 1758, when it was bought from Huysen for the Theatrum Physicum of the Utrecht University.

This microscope has also the distinctive double circle surrounding the central hole of the stage, which is also present in the similar microscopes 7301 and 7171.
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
