Compound and simple microscope

The parts of this microscope (made of brass, cardboard and horn and covered in black fish skin) are stored in a fish-skin covered wooden box (7x16x25). To the stand are attached an arm for the tube, the stage and a substage mirror. The optical tube contains the eyepiece, and an objective. Focusing by moving the tube with a screw. The arm for the tube can be tilted backwards and moves in the horizontal plane (=  aquatic movement). The stage and the mirror also tilt backwards. The circular stage has a lobe with two holes for accessories.

The accessories comprise: 6 objectives (numbered 1 to 6, four of which have a bone dust cap), stage forceps, magnifier, a second arm to carry the tube and lenses, a cardboard diaphragm for the mirror, 4 paper covers for the mirror, brass ‘key’, 2 glass sliders, [1 glass slider].

This microscope is very similar to the microscopes signed by Paauw ( nrs. 7383, 7110, 9006), but the screw for fine focusing is at the top and a small tube to support accessories is attached to the underside of the stage. It is therefore possible that this microscope was made by John Cuff of London.
