Side-pillar microscope mounted with a substage mirror on a brass base, stored in wooden case (11x19x35). The optical tube contains an eyepiece (with a sliding dust cap), diaphragm, field lens and objective. Coarse focusing by sliding the optical tube along the pillar and fine-focusing with the adjusting screw. The cruciform stage has two slits for accessories.

The accessories comprise: six objectives, (numbered 1 to 6), spring stage, stage forceps, lieberkuhn in can, cone diaphragm, 7 bone sliders, [14 glass sliders].

The optical characteristics of this microscope have been determined by Eduard Frison.
