This instrument is a so-called chest-microscope: the stand carrying the body tube is attached via a joint to the case (14x14.5x28), in which it is stored with its accessories. The substage mirror is attached to the pillar. The optical tube con​tains an eyepiece (with a sliding dust cap), diaphragm, field lens and objective. Coarse focusing by sliding the stage along the pillar and fine-focusing with the adjusting screw. The cruciform stage has a hole and two slits, and a spring underneath for accessories. 

The accessories comprise: 6 objectives (numbered 1 to 6), lieberkuhn in can, lieberkuhn carrier, fish-plate, 8 bone sliders, stage forceps, cone diaphragm, live-box, spring stage, holder for the illumination lens (which is lacking itself).

Edward Nairne developed in the 1750s a chest microscope, probably prompted by a similar construction introduced by James Ayscough at about the same time (see V07417).
