The tube of this instrument is made from wood and vellum-covered pasteboard. The tube contains an eyepiece with sliding dust cap, field lens and objective. The optical tube is supported by a rayskin-covered pasteboard collar. In the bottom of the collar a substage mirror is mounted. 

Even before Martin started to produce microscopes from his workshop in London he designed around 1737 his ‘pocket compound microscope’, better known as drum microscope. Martin advertised this microscope in a brochure entitled The description and use of a new invented pocket reflecting microscope (Chichester 1738/9). The most interesting feature of that microscope was the micrometer, consisting of a needle projecting into the optical system, mounted on a threaded rod and furnished with a pointer and a scale on the outside surface of the tube. The drum microscopes Martin produced from his London quarters differed from his original design in that they were fitted with a small mirror beneath the stage, whereas in the earlier design a hinged cap in the base of the tube was furnished with a mirror inside.
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
