This high-voltage electron microscope was developed from a wish voiced in 1968 by the Metaalinstituut from TNO to have a high voltage microscope with manageable dimensions. 
Jan Bart le Poole developed some ideas about such an instrument in 1970. The compactness of the instrument is accomplished by bending the primary bundle with a magnet and after passing through the specimen the bundle is again deflected. This folding of the electron bundle caused the designers lots of problems. The machine was ready in 1974 and remained in use until 1988. It was a unique concept, known among electron microscopists throughout the world as the ‘Dutch Crazy Microscope’. Apparently nobody would have believed this thing possible if it had not been Le Poole who had thought of the idea.
