The brass frame of this microscope for small magnifications, the object-table, 4 lenses in wooden mounts, life-box and three specimen-grips (sharp pin, sharp fork and pick-axe shaped grip) are stored in a richly tooled leather-covered case (3x5x20). Inside the box a piece of paper has been pasted bearing the inscription: 'Dese Vergroot-Glasen met haar toebehooren werden gemaakt tot LEYDEN in d'Oosterse Lamp by JAN VAN MUSSCHENBROEK'. The Musschenbroek trade marks are also stamped on the lid of the case.
Two lenses from another Musschenbroek microscope with different, coarser wooden mounts were stored in the case with this microscope.

Some of the patters of the leather tooling are exactly the same as those on other cases in the collection of Museum Boerhaave.
