These negatives were made by Dr. L.H. Bretschneider (1899-1964, Utrecht University, departments of zoology and veterinary medicine) during the years (1946-1951) he regularly worked at the Delft Institute for Electron microscopy (which was an independent part of the Technisch Physische Dienst TH-TNO). He worked with the electron microscope developed by Dr. J.B. le Poole (the most significant part of the microscope is object V09795 in our collection). All the negatives relate to Bretschneider’s work on the sperm of bulls, which research was commissioned by TNO Endocrinology. The results of this work were published in several papers: a.o. Proceedings of the KNAW 50 (1947) and 52 (1949).
