In 1932 this clock was presented to Dr. J.A. Vollgraf, one of the editors of the Oeuvres Complètes de Christiaan Huygens. The clock was then completely restored by O.F. Muller von Czernicki and J. IJzerdraat (e.g. a seat board, bell, dial and case). It has still its original 17th century movement though, in the Visbagh style. The pillars and construction of the clock are very similar to the Visbagh clock in the Museum Boerhaave collection.
The steel dial ring has a central hour hand (I-XII, also indicating half hours) and a minute hand (1-60) and was made in 1932 after 17th century design. 

The spring-driven movement has going (four wheels) and striking trains (five wheels) driven by a single barrel. Duration is one day. Striking is regulated by a count wheel on the back plate and occurs every half hour. The pendulum is suspended on a thread and controls a verge escapement with a brass crown wheel.
