Simple microscope

The frame of this microscope consists of two limbs, connected by means of two brass links, screwed together back-to-back. One limb is connected with the circular base, it is hinged and bears the lens at the top. The lens is mounted in a wooden ring, to one side a diaphragm is fitted and an eyecup to the other. The second limb bears a stage forceps at one end and a black/white stage at the other end. The microscope is stored in a cardboard case (14x6x4) covered with black fish-skin.

This microscope bears a lot of resemblance to a microscope depicted by Louis Joblot in his book on microscopes and microscopy. The fastening between the two arms, one bearing the lens, the other several specimen carriers, is identical as is the construction of the lens mount. The Collection Nachet included another example of this kind of simple microscope.
